From HBAT - Spedal L egslative Report

During the

waning hours

of session last

year, a technical

corrections bill

was passed that
may impact the way members calculate
deductions from their business taxes this
year. The portion of the bill that impacts
our membership was hidden, and of
course, never discussed with us prior to
introduction. Although legal counsel was
consulted on this summary, members are
strongly advised to consult with their CPA
as to the exact impact or interpretation of
this bill.

This change in the lawis only
applied when determining tax deductions
for amounts actually paid by a contractor
to a subcontractor. In order for a con-
tractor to be eligible to claim the deduc-
tion, the contractor must provide a form
(provided by the Commissioner) stating
the name, addressand business license
or contractos license number of the

subcontractor and the amount subcon-
tracted. Previously, the law required the
contractor to provide only the name, ad-

dress and amount subcontracted for deduc-

tion purposes. The contractor must also
maintain in their records,a copy of the

subcontractos business license or con-

tractos license . For 2009, this law only
applies to new contracts issued 60 days
after July 1, 2009 (September 1, 2009).
Obviously, this will impact all of 2010 and
from that point formard.

This part is important: The
reason the Department of Revenue intro-
duced a change via the technical correc-
tions bill was due to those subcontractors
who are not paying taxes - and at a time
when the state has a critical budget short-
fall, tax collection is extremely important to
the state. Which means our ability to have
this item stricken from the bill was practi-
cally impossible. As a matter of fact, the
original proposal in the bill was to have the
contractor pay a business tax on the gross
amount paid to a subcontractor and not be

allowned to deduct from the net amount
paid to a subcontractor. In short, the
contractor would have been the tax col-
lector for the state. The department was
willing to compromise on this issue, only
requiring the contractor to provide the
business or contractor’s license while
maintaining the ability to deduct subcon-
tractor costs from the net amount.

The ultimate impact of this law
is now on the shoulders of the contrac-
tor. So remember, in addition to provid-
ing the name and address of the subcon-
tracting firm and amount subcontracted,
you must also provide the business or
contractos license number and
maintain a copy of the subcontrac-
tos business or contractos license.
That is the only change — but it is an
important change that you must be anare
of.
